The key is making sure each
medium delivers the same message, regardless of whether it is a brief article or
a full blown social media page. While each medium has its own specific creative
considerations and best practices, the common thread must be our messaging.

To ensure consistent messaging throughout all mediums across the country, we
encourage members and our local LEAVE A LEGACY™ Committees to use
materials, scripts, logos, and our slogan, Make a Different in the Lives that Follow
from our website: www.leavealegacy.ca.

Principles of marketing include:
First, determine your intended audience.

Make sure your messaging is clear.

Maintain a consistent voice. Keeping the tone and content of your marketing message consistent with the CAGP-
ACPDP™ language and content we provide, will help bolster the effectiveness of our national campaign.

Message repetition across marketing channels is important. It helps ensure that wherever a donor encounters
your advertising, regardless of the means of delivery, the campaign's central theme will be established and re-
established. Reinforcing the messaging helps both the message and our brand stay top of mind and clearly
defined in the minds of your target audience. This recall can then, hopefully, spur Canadians to take action.

In our attempt to provide an integrated campaign, it's important that we encourage our members to consult the
www.leavealegacy.ca to ensure that you are using our wording and materials that we have established in order
to ensure all parties are in sync with LEAVE A LEGACY™s overall message and mission. For instance, the wrong
graphic design for a banner advertisement could undercut the message's effectiveness just as much as the
wrong wording of our slogan — Making a Difference in the Lives that Follow.

Ideas for Members during the Month of May:
1. Contact your local LEAVE A LEGACY™ Committee and take part in their local initiative for May.

Circulate your LEAVE A LEGACY™ brochures to donors and prospective donors.*
