Avoiding the Big (Col)lapse

As a CAGP-ACPDP™ Faculty member, | am frequently asked to provide guidance on troubled life
insurance policies owned by charities. Most often the policy is about to lapse and the gift planner is
being asked for advice by their Board. The nature of life insurance - that is, an asset tied to someone’s
death — make some Board members squeamish from the start. But the Board needs to put personal
views aside and make a decision on how fo best manage a charitable asset.

As someone who managed a portfolio of almost 60 life insurance policies, most owned by my charity, |
know more about life insurance than | ever planned to know. | leaned the most from policies that ran
info trouble. Whether it was a donor deciding they no longer wanted to pay premiums, or policies
established in the 1990s with “conservative” internal rate of return assumptions not unattained in the last
decade, | have reached some conclusions on managing these important charitable assets.

First, charity owned life insurance policies need to be managed like any other charitable asset. This
means an annual policy review to ensure a charity knows what it owns, what assumptions are built into
its policies, and the performance ouflook for the asset. We could not imagine our endowment stock
portfolio not being managed, yet it is surprising how few charities apply the same stewardship principle
to their life insurance holdings. Charities need to decide if assets in a policy would perform better in their
endowment fund, or under what circumstances it might use its funds to pay premiums to keep a policy
in force. An annual review provides the answer to these scenarios.

The second lesson is the importance of an on-going relationship with the donor, who is most often the
life insured. This annual review is a stewardship opportunity that reinforces the donor’s reason for
donating the policy and encourages donors to confinue premium payments. The review opens
discussions on alternatives if the donor is concerned about making future gifts of premium payments or if
other potential troubles with the policy arise from the review. An annual stewardship report on a
donated life insurance policy, similar to an endowment fund stewardship report, may eliminate the
sudden crisis leading fo policy collapse.

The third lesson is the immeasurable value of expert knowledge and guidance. A significant amount of
my charitable life insurance knowledge was obtained over coffee through “stupid” questions of
insurance professionals who understood the products and planning moftivations. Such questions need to
be asked of professionals who are charitably minded, or at least have worked with charitable clients. In
building my network of trusted advisors, | identified professionals with membership in CAGP, advisors
who worked with my donors, and those involved in charities in my community. The discussions were
opportunities to share a charities perspective, as we worked with the same individuals.

There is a limit to how much knowledge we can expect a charity staff person will know, and how much
time an advisor is wiling to volunteer. Expect to hire a professional to review life insurance assets from
time to time, just as you hire investment professionals to manage other charitable assets.

Life insurance is a highly flexible and useful product to incorporate into financial and estate plans to
unlock charitable benefit. The wrong product sold for the wrong reason results in disappointment for
charities and donors alike. With active management, charitable life insurance portfolios will results in
fewer disappointments and more charitable benefit.
