CAGP-ACPDPTM Q&A 

Q:   Can you provide me with a sample planned 
giving committee terms of reference? 

 
A:  Most charities consider establishing a Planned 
Giving committee made up of volunteers from the 
professional advisor community (Wills and Estate 
lawyers, investment advisors, insurance 
professionals, etc.). The committee usually consists 

of 5 or 6 members and should have representation from a diverse group of 
communities. The meetings can be held in person or by conference call on a regular 
basis and conducted according to a document that outlines the purpose of the 
committee and the roles of the members. The purpose of the committee is to direct the 
planned giving activities of the charity and to network in the professional advisor 
community spreading the word about the work that the charity does. As your planned 
giving program matures, you may wish to change the role of the committee and make it 
more of a consultative committee and less of an active committee.

VALUING GIFTS OF LIFE INSUANCE 
 
In October 2007, Canada Revenue Agency (CRA) announced that donations of existing 
insurance policies may be receipted for fair market value, rather than cash surrender 
value.  The previous position on valuing gifts of life insurance policies -- outlined in IT-
244 R3, paragraph 3 -- favoured and protected the charity.  The new position provides 
significant tax benefits to the donor.   
 
To charities, paragraph 3 of IT-244R3 made sense.  The receipt value was equal to the 
cash surrender value of the donated policy.  It was concrete and transparent ς and only

subsequent premium payment and the policy lapsed, the charity still received tangible 
value it could use to advance its mission.  For a variety of reasons, these gifts were rare.   
 
CRAΩǎ change of position is tied to Subsection 248(31) that states the eligible amount of 
a gift is the amount by which the fair market value of the property exceeds the amount

taken into account in establishing the fair market value of a life insurance policy gifted to 
ŀ ǉǳŀƭƛŦƛŜŘ ŘƻƴŜŜΦέ  

 
Paragraph 40 states that the value of the life insurance policy should reflect the 
following factors: 
 

a)     cash surrender value; 
b)     the policy's loan value; 
c)     face value; 
d)     the state of health of the insured and his/her life expectancy; 
e)     conversion privileges; 
f)      other policy terms, such as term riders, double indemnity provisions; and 
g)     replacement value. 

 
CRA affirmed its position in public on April 29, 2008 at the CALU national conference 
(Conference of Advanced Life Underwriters) and subsequently released the exchange 
from the CALU conference in document number 2008-0270391c6.    
 
Determining fair market value according to the guidelines in Information Circular 89-3 is 
a detailed and intensive process that must be completed by an independent actuary and 
documented in a detailed report.   Here are some tips: 

o Typically only permanent policies with level cost premiums have any value. 
o Charities should ask the donors to continue to pay the premiums after the 

donation of the policy.    
o Hire an actuary who has the FCIA designation, which indicate Fellow, Canadian 

Institute of Actuaries.    
o Valuation is not a service that will or can be provided by the issuing insurance 

company.    
o Fees for a valuation of a policy on two lives are approximately $2,500.   
o Some actuaries will provide a ball-park valuation at no cost to enable donors 

and charities to determine if the process is worthwhile.  
o The valuation should be initiated by, addressed to, and paid for the charity 

issuing the receipt.   
o Often the policy donor is asked to make a donation to offset the valuation cost.   



 
Since 2008, charities have seen an increase of donations of life insurance to charity 
under the new rules.   Many of these donations will provide significant funds through 
death benefits.  But if not well managed, these gifts have the potential to cause charities 
major headaches. 
 
In Canada there is no secondary market for life insurance policies, which means 
donations are the only options for policy owners to recoup premiums invested over the 
years.  This fact raises the risk of policy dumping.   Worst case scenario: a donor will get 
a valuation for an existing policy without cash surrender value that he no longer wants.   
He will shop the policy to a number of charities in the hope of getting a healthy tax 
receipt.  The donor has no intention of paying subsequent premiums -- which may or 
may not be disclosed at the time of the donation.  True the charity now owns the policy 
and can maintain it, but the reality is most charities do not have the resources or board 
support to maintain policies.   These tax-motivated gifts can be time consuming, 
promote cynicism, and lead to a loss of public trust in the philanthropic process.    
 
The goal of every gift of an existing insurance policy should be for the charity to receive 
the death benefit.  A valuation typically assumes the policy will be maintained until 
death.  A failure to inform the valuator of relevant information may put the charity in a 
situation where it issues a false receipt ς which can lead to a CRA imposed sanction on 
the charity of up to 105% of the value of the receipt. 
 
It is hard to generalize about the quality of gifts of insurance. Some are great gifts; 
others are a waste of time.  Rigorous gift acceptance practices are needed to distinguish 
between the two.  Charities should review gift acceptance and investment policies to 
determine what kind of life insurance policies may be accepted and receipted.   As 
always, the best way to protect your charity is to be cautious, ŀǎŎŜǊǘŀƛƴ ǘƘŜ ŘƻƴƻǊΩǎ

Southern Alberta LEAVE A LEGACY™ Committee 

[9D!/¸ϰ /ƻƳƳƛǘǘŜŜ ƛǎ ŎƻƳǇǊƛǎŜŘ ƻŦ ǎŜǾŜƴ ƳŜƳōŜǊǎ in 
Calgary, five in Lethbridge and was established in 2000. They represent an area with a 
population of 1,065,455 in Calgary and 86,000 in Lethbridge. 
 
In Calgary, allied professionals and a committed group of volunteers worked to stage an 
event which was hosted by a local celebrity media host. The event attracted 
approximately 200 attendees.  

 
In Lethbridge, the Committee brought together representatives from various charities
